QualityCoast: The Future Face of Integrated Management for Coastal Sustainability 
The North West Coastal Forum has been working with Sefton Council and 12 other EU partners to submit a bid for participation in the new round of European funding through Interreg IVC West under Priority 2: Environment and risk prevention. Eighteen QualityCoast milestones addressing key management issues for coastal communities were developed under a previous Interreg IIIC project, CoPraNet. This project addressed what the milestones should be, now QualityCoast seeks to determine how these milestones can be effectively implemented to break the link between economic growth and environmental degradation. The key objective of the QualityCoast programme is to achieve a fully implementable policy tool, applicable for all 22 coastal states of the EU, to ensure sustainable and integrated management of the coast. The project partnership is pan-European including member states from the North Atlantic and South Atlantic seaboards, the Mediterranean, the Black Sea and the Baltic. The work focus is inter-regional expertise visits and study sessions together with electronic working groups and tele-conferencing to develop assessment and evaluation guidelines and an implementation guide. Sefton Council’s input will include hosting the final conference in 2011. The bid was submitted on 14th January 2008 and the outcome is awaited. For more information contact Caroline Salthouse. 
The Irish Sea Region Project
The North West Coastal Forum has been helping the NWRA and other partners to develop a new Interreg IVB bid for an Irish Sea Region project. The aim is to establish a long-term working arrangement between the communities and administrations bordering the Irish Sea. Initial work areas include Cities for Co-operation, Marine Spatial Planning, Transport and Coast (now rebadged Future Challenges in Coastal and Marine Resource Management). The North West Coastal Forum has been leading the work on the coastal section and held a workshop in Liverpool in early November to build ideas. A further meeting is planned for early in 2008. Work is ongoing on the proposals. For more information contact Caroline Salthouse.
Wild Places, Open Spaces: Natura 2000 on the North West Coast 
Working on behalf of Sefton Council, a Eurosite, the North West Coastal Forum organised a regional conference on Natura 2000 in November 2007. The conference, chaired by Laurence Rose, Regional Director of the RSPB, was attended by over 50 delegates who heard a variety of presentations outlining funding and opportunities for Natura 2000 site managers. The event was part of the Natura 2000 Networking Programme which is managed in partnership by project partners EUROPARC Federation, Eurosite and the European Landowners Organization on behalf of the European Commission and was fully funded through Eurosite.

Consultation on the review of schedule 9 to the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 and a ban on the sale of certain non-native species 

Defra and the Welsh Assembly have launched a consultation on proposals to review of schedule 9 to the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981. The schedule lists non-native species, including some marine species, that are already established in the wild, but which continue to pose a conservation threat to native biodiversity and habitats. The consultation also includes proposals to ban the sale of certain non-native species. Consultation on the selection of UK offshore Special Areas of Conservation (SACs)

The Joint Nature Conservation Committee (JNCC) has launched a consultation on proposals for seven Special Areas of Conservation (SACs) in UK offshore waters. These offshore (beyond 12 nautical miles) SACs have been identified to supplement the existing network of 76 SACs with marine components and 72 Special Protection Areas (SPAs) with marine components already present in UK coastal and inshore waters (within 12 nautical miles). The consultation closes on 14th March 2008. JNCC will use outcomes from the consultation to create a final list to advise to Government prior to submitting the agreed sites to the European Commission in September 2008.
