‘Coast Along’ – Sponsored Coastal Walks for WaterAid

On Saturday 11th September, walkers will hit coastal paths around the England, Scotland and Wales, to raise money for the WaterAid, a charity helping the world’s poorest people gain access to clean water and improve sanitation. The charity hopes to have at least one team walking on all 187 sections of selected coastal paths, which in the North West includes the Wirral Coast Path, the Sefton Coast Path, the Lancashire Coastal Way and the Cumbria Coastal Way. European Fishing Fund (EFF) Meeting to be held in Maryport

The Marine Management Organisation (MMO) is holding a meeting at Maryport Navy Club on 20 September to raise awareness of the European Fishing Fund scheme and to promote applications. The meeting will begin at 7pm with a 20 minute introduction, but people can drop in at anytime between 7 and 9 to talk with MMO facilitators and pick up information/guidance leaflets.

EFF awards

There were a couple of small, but locally important EFF awards earlier this year that helped to provide electrical power to the pontoons used by the fishing fleet in Whitehaven (FEF 0338) and making/delivery of ice supply for the fleet (FEF 0340); Also in Whitehaven, a local vessel owner received aid to improve his boat (FEF 0394) and more recently a small award to a processor to enable him to buy and install a walk-in freezer (FEF 0443). A small shellfish processor in Seascale was also helped to upgrade his premises (FEF 0413) and a large processor in Fleetwood received help to buy and install a continuous crab cooking line (FEF 0423).
Blackpool and Lake District National Parks World Heritage Bid

Both Blackpool and the Lake District National Park have submitted bids to the Government to be considered as nominations to UNESCO for World Heritage status. The Lake District National Park hopes to capitalise on their rich cultural heritage whilst Blackpool hope to gain recognition for being the world’s first working class seaside resort. North West Geese Threatened by Bears

A recent expedition to the Arctic has discovered that polar bears are preying on the eggs of geese that winter on the Solway Firth each year. Although Svalbard barnacle geese population numbers 30,000, only half the number of expected goslings arrived on the Solway last year, and there are fears the situation may be similar this year. Worlds Largest Tidal turbine Unveiled and Installed

New SACs and SPAs announced

Fifteen new Marine Protected Areas protecting important habitats and species were created this month as the government submitted the sites to the European Commission as part of the ‘Natura 2000’ network of protected areas. The Special Areas of Conservation (SACs) and Special Protected Areas (SPAs) selected were chosen on the basis of scientific evidence and are intended to work alongside the creation of Marine Conservation Zones (MCZs) as part of an ‘ecologically coherent network of marine protected areas’. Global Marine Census Published

The census of Marine Life – a 10 year study to document the diversity, distribution and abundance of life in the world’s oceans – has published an inventory of marine species in a collection of papers. Marine Policy Statement

The Marine Policy Statement (UK) will be the first part of new systems of marine planning being introduced around the UK. It will provide the high level policy context within which Marine Plans will be developed, and set the direction for marine licensing and other relevant authorisation systems. Marine Planning System for England

This consultation sets out the new planning system for the Marine Management Organisation and other interested organisations and persons and aims to provide a context for the Marine Policy Statement consultation by outlining the planning system in the UK as a whole. As this document is far-reaching, Defra invites views of all coastal, marine and terrestrial stakeholders who will be affected by this new system. This includes, amongst others, those in the fields of industry, research, nature and heritage conservation, town-planning, regeneration, recreation and tourism. Information is on the Defra website.

Marine and Coastal Access Act 2009: Secondary Legislation for the Marine Licensing System

A new Marine Licensing System introduced by the Marine and Coastal Access Act 2009 will be launched in spring 2011.  The consultation (England only) sets out policy proposals for the implementation of the new system, covering key aspects including the application process, appeals against licensing decisions, and exemptions.
