Defra, with the Welsh Assembly Government, has prepared draft guidance to accompany Part 5 of the Marine and Coastal Access Bill. These explain how it is intended the powers and duties contained in Part 5 of the Bill will be used in order to designate and protect Marine Conservation Zones (MCZs):
