Sate of the UK Seas - Charting Progress 2 Published
The UK Marine Monitoring and Assessment community have published the latest report on the state of the UK seas. Europe Blows Fish Budget on July 9

July 9 marked 2010’s Fish Debt Day – the day the fish consumed in the EU outstripped the amount of fish EU waters can sustainably produce in a year. For the UK alone, ‘Fish Debt Day’ doesn’t occur until August 4, but in some countries with active fishing industries, such as Portugal and Cyprus it comes as early as April, and across Europe it’s getting earlier every year. Norway Use Micro Satellites to Monitor Shipping

Norway has begun to utilise ‘nano-sat’ technology to monitor shipping in their territorial waters. By picking up the signals from their AIS (Automatic Identification System) transponders the Norwegian Space Centre can track the movements of large vessels (over 300 gross tons) and all passenger ships. As a country with territorial waters covering over 2 million square km, the project has the potential to make monitoring much more efficient. MAIA Project Launched
The European Marine Protected Areas in the Atlantic Arc (MAIA) project gathers partners involved in MPA designation and management from around the Atlantic arc. The 3 year project (2010-2012) aims to share experiences about MPA management tools (MPA management planning and monitoring strategies) and research methodologies to enhance stakeholder’s involvement in MPA designation process. The project brings together 9 partners from 4 countries (UK, France, Spain, and Portugal) who will hold workshops bringing together stakeholders to discuss 3 main topics:  Monitoring strategies, MPA management plan and implementation and stakeholder’ involvement in MPA designation process. Marine Planning System for England

This consultation sets out the new planning system for the Marine Management Organisation and other interested organisations and persons and aims to provide a context for the Marine Policy Statement consultation by outlining the planning system in the UK as a whole.
