NORTH WEST COASTAL FORUM NEWS
4NW and the North West Coastal Forum – All Good Things…
As part of the initial £6bn of spending cuts announced recently, Government funding for Leaders Boards such as 4NW will cease later this financial year. The North West Coastal Forum has its own independent funding but there are implications for our hosting arrangements.

At the time of going to press Government has not stipulated that Leaders Boards themselves should end and at the 4NW Regional Leaders Board meeting on 14 May 2010, members expressed their wish to continue to work collaboratively through the existing Leaders Board and a strong desire to retain the high quality work that has gone into RS2010 already, by working with the NWDA to produce RS2010 as a non-statutory high level strategic framework rather than a regional strategy. This is likely to be issued in July 2010, however an immediate consequence of the change in funding is the imminent demise of the Planning, Transport and Housing Teams at 4NW. This has immediate implications for the North West Coastal Forum as the Secretariat is hosted within the Planning Transport and Housing Directorate. As a consequence the North West Coastal Forum is currently in negotiations with a new host organisation and details of our new contact information will be circulated once the arrangements have been finalised.
The North West Coastal Forum is deeply indebted to 4NW and its staff, and their predecessors at the North West Regional Assembly. 4NW, as well as hosting the secretariat and being an active member of the North West Coastal Forum Management Board, covered the main salary costs for the secretariat between 2003 and 2010 enabling all income gained by the Forum to be spent on direct project work and delivery. 4NW has provided a high quality working environment for the Coastal Forum team within a wider team of highly dedicated and motivated professional staff. Particular thanks go to Michael Gallagher, Director of PTH and the 4NW representative on the Coastal Forum Management Board, who has given us tremendous support over the years, to Phil Robinson, Chief Executive at 4NW whose support and understanding of our work has been invaluable and to Duncan McCorquodale, RSS Manager, who had the dubious pleasure of not only line managing the secretariat but also sharing a desk ‘pod’ with us and yet somehow managed to retain his sense of humour. Their input and advice over the last 7 years has been highly valued and we wish them, and all our other friends and colleagues at 4NW, well.

Main Results of the 2008 UK Biodiversity Action Plan Reporting Round 
JNCC have published the results of the 2008 UK Biodiversity Action Plan. The report shows an increase in 18% priority habitats and 11% priority species, but a decrease in 42% priority habitats and 24% priority species with mixed progress on targets. To download the report, visit the JNCC
Artificial Surf Reef Produces Wrong Kind of Waves
A £3m project to build Europe’s first artificial surf reef at Boscombe Pier has been criticized after it was revealed that the project produced the wrong kind of waves and the designers were called back to provide modifications. World’s Largest Wave Energy Test Site to Begin Work This Summer

The sub-sea cables have been installed, and the Wave Hub is nearing completion and almost ready to be installed in Cornwall’s waters, to become the world’s largest wave energy test site. Testing should last from summer through the rest of 2010 and it is hoped that the site will begin generating in 2011. The site has a capacity of 20MW, potentially expandable to 50MW. National Monuments Record (NMR) Documents UK’s Underwater Heritage

The public archive of English Heritage, the National Monuments Record, now contains over 46,000 records relating to the marine environment dating from the prehistoric to the present day. These records are fully searchable and are being used in conjunction with GIS data, to improve the spatial accuracy of the information.
