11th April 2014  - Formal commencement of coastal access rights on 36km stretch of coast between Allonby and Whitehaven

	Notes:

· Agreement reached on location of both formal and informal diversions that are required to the England Coast Path whilst repair works are undertaken by various relevant bodies including Network Rail. This is as a result of the recent storm damage to the coast at Allonby Bay, Siddick and Flimby. Once work to ‘repair’ these affected sections of coast have been completed the diversions will be removed, required path infrastructure work will be carried out, so walkers will then be able to use the approved line of the England Coast Path.
· NE to attend site meeting with various bodies including the local MP at Maryport Golf Club in May to discuss coastal erosion at that location.
