· Agreement reached on location of both formal and informal diversions that are required to the England Coast Path whilst repair works are undertaken by various relevant bodies. This is as a result of the recent storm damage to the coast at Allonby Bay, Siddick and Flimby and also on Whitehaven Harbour.
· Discussions held with Network Rail regarding current and future proposed work to repair sea defences close to approved line of England Coast Path.
